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With reference to the above Notice, an opportunity was provided to all candidates who appeared in the
CBT of Stage-I of Group ‘C’ (Level-2) against Scouts & Guides Quota Recruitment (Open Advt.)/2025-
26 to raise objections, if any, against one or more Question ID(s) and/or Option ID(s).

Thereafter, objections were received from multiple candidates against Question ID-3 and Question ID-
33, along with their remarks and supporting justification/explanation documents.

Subsequently, Question ID-3 and Question ID-33 were reviewed, and both the questions have been

omitted by the competent authority, vide remarks as mentioned below:

a) Remark for Question ID 3: “Q No 3 is regarding Chief Patron and noted that Vice President of India
is the Chief Patron (National) while President of India is the Patron in Chief. It is also noted that the
State Governors are also Chief Patron in some of the States. It is also noted that President, Vice
President and State Governor are three of the options Though it was conceived to refer to Patron in
Chief, however in view of the fact that all three posts are one of the options, for clarity, it would be in
fitness of things that this question be omitted.”

b) Remark for Question ID 33: “As regards the objection to Q No-33, it is noted that Option A/33001,
though not exactly is a formal ceremony, is the closest answer amongst the alternatives. However, in
the interest of specificity, this question also be omitted”

After omission of the aforesaid Question ID-3 and Question ID-33, the Final Answer Key for the

CBT of Stage-I of Scouts & Guides Quota Recruitment (Open Advt.)/2025-26 (Level-2) has been prepared
and attached along with this notice.

It is further informed that the result of the CBT of Stage-I shall be prepared on the basis of 38
(thirty-eight) valid questions only, as the total number of MCQs is 40, out of which 02 (two)
questions have been omitted. Accordingly, the marks obtained by the candidates shall be pro-
rated, by converting the marks secured out of 38 questions to the scale of 40 questions, so as
to ensure uniformity, fairness, and parity among all candidates.

Accordingly, evaluation of the CBT responses and preparation of the result will be carried out strictly as
per the Final Answer Key, considering only the remaining 38 valid questions.
